Book Report Ideas

Preparing a book report does not have to be tedious, as the list of alternatives below should show you.
You may decide to use one of the ideas below for your report.

Dramatic Video — Make a video depicting scenes from a book or have students take the parts of
particular characters from books in made-up scenes of their own.

Poetry — In your poem, you may want to use some of the vocabulary words that you learned as you
read, or you may want to create more freely. See whether you can capture the spirit of the book in your
poem. Remember the poems do not have to rhyme.

Diorama — Create a diorama for an important scene in the book. This is a miniature scene, using dried
or living plants, stones, dirt, small figures, and background pictures, etc., to create a three-dimensional
effect.

Character Puppet or Doll — Bring a character to life, using materials you have at home or recycle old
materials to make a puppet or doll.
